Requests for Classification or Reclassification 
This is a general rule for 2006 and there can be exceptions.
The requesting party must initiate any request for Player, Pitcher and/or Team Classification. 

To be considered for NAFA Classification or Re-Classification, the Team Manager, must provide the following information. It is YOUR responsibility to convince NAFA that you should be classified according to your perceived level of play.

The requesting party should prepare an Email request to Nafafastpitch@aol.com with a copy to their state director. He should send his request to the Province/State Director for approval, who will then forward to the Vice President for his approval, who will then forward the Request to the Classification Committee for a final ruling (Subject to the Executive Director's final decision).

There is no problem with the State/Province Director assisting in the preparation of the original request, 

It is understood that classification, even with a ton of stats, can be highly subjective. It is not a problem to apply judgment and arrive at an non-obvious conclusion. However, there will be a number of teams who will object to the classification. NAFA needs the requested information to help "sell" whatever conclusion is reached.
